Mr. Ed Brooks, head of Ad Valorem Tax with the Department of Revenue met with the Board along 

with Frank Stone to discuss the assessment of the business property in Calhoun County. 

Mr. Gene McClellan brought to the Board's attention a bill from Griffin Concrete for fixing the 

boat ramp at Ocheessee Landing and the money had not been received from the Department of Natural 

Resources. The Board agreed to pay this when the money came in. 

A motion was made by Commissioner Whitfield, seconded by Commissioner Varnum and duly carried 

to borrow $122,000.00 from the Ellis Bank of Blountstown to be repaid when tax money comes in. 

The commission agreed that the reason the Board had to borrow money was the tax roll is running 

3 months late.

Chairman Shiver stated that the millage rate was 6.876 to bring ln $672,067.00 for the Fiscal

Approximately 35 citizens were present for the hearings. 

It was requested from the audience that a citizens committee get with the property appraiser 

on an equal assessment of all the property in the county. 

A motion was made by Commissioner Cox, seconded by Commissioner Whitfield and duly carried to 

adopt the budget in the amount of $1,711,105.00 by resolution. (FOR RESOLUTION, SEE SUPPLEMENTAL
